Mill-wide equipment upgrades (at Atlantic Veneer) start in the sawmill with a Veneer Services Debarker/planer and Butt reducer installation and the addition of a Tectronix metal detector downstream of an existing band saw.

At the sawmill infeed deck, logs are singulated and positioned in the Veneer Services rosserhead Debarker. A hold-down wheel secures the log while the Butt flare reducer is engaged. Bull wheels then rotate the log and dual rosserhead and planer move in unison, simultaneously debarking and planning the log in one step with one operator. System is capable of processing one log per minute…
